HARMAN’s options for displaying the BSI Assurance Mark

There are two versions that we could use:

· The one that omits the UKAS mark is new. It can be printed in black on a light background, in white on a dark background, or if desired in a particular red with black lettering on a suitable background. It can be used in more ways than the other one.

· The one with the UKAS mark (earlier versions of which we have used previously) can now only be printed in black, and is required to be larger in size than the other one.

The marks must only be used in association with activities within the scope of our certification. Neither mark is allowed to be used on products, packaging, certificates of analysis etc. 
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This mark has a minimum permitted height of 9 mm (or 50 pixels online).

The certificate number must be added below the mark (separated from the bottom line of the mark by a clear space 10% of its height), in Tahoma Regular font (minimum size 5 point). The number should be below the part of the mark that indicates what standard applies.  

This mark can be used on:

· Marketing material (brochures, annual reports, presentations etc)

· The website, Facebook page, e-mail signatures etc

· Corporate stationery (letterhead, business cards etc)

· Vehicles, promotional items, exhibition banners, flags, buildings.
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This mark has a minimum permitted height of 20 mm (15mm if on business cards).

The certificate number must be added below the mark (separated from the bottom line of the box around the mark by a clear space 5% of its height), in Tahoma Regular font (minimum size 5 point). The standard number (simply ISO 9001) or the scheme name (Quality Management) can be added below the certificate number if desired, but this is not a requirement. These additions must be centred below the BSI kitemark element of the mark.

This mark can be used on:

· Marketing material (brochures, annual reports, presentations etc)

· The website, Facebook page, e-mail signatures etc

· Corporate stationery (letterhead, business cards etc).
